Subject: Math

Title: Multiple Shamrock folder Game

Introduction:

Here is a really cute math game for celebrating St. Patrick’s Day. Great for a Unit/ Learning Center/and Spec. Ed. class. Great for Drill and Practice.

Materials Needed:

1. Cut outs of laminated shamrocks (12 small ones)(bigger shamrocks for cards).

2. Green construction paper for shamrocks.

3. Picture of a pot of gold for the finish line of the game.

4. A picture of a leprechaun for the starting line of the game.

5. manila folder decorated for St. Patrick’s Day. Then laminate.

6. colors/markers

7. glue

8. dice

9. small zip lock bag for the cards.

How to make the folder game:

1. Get a manila folder and decorate the front of the folder.

2. Make a cloud in the left hand corner of the manila folder at the bottom. Place a picture of a leprechaun in the cloud and write the word START.

3. Draw a cloud in the right hand corner of the manila folder and glue a picture of a pot of gold in the cloud with the word FINISH.

4. Draw a rainbow from the leprechaun to the pot of gold.(colors/ markers).

7. Place the smaller shamrocks at different sections on the rainbow and number them from 1-12.

8. Make a spot on the game for the cards. Write in the space, “Place Cards Here!”.

9. Write multiplication problems on the larger shamrocks.

Methodology:

1. Each student is to roll the dice to see who goes first.

2. The cards are to be placed problem side up. Self check is on the back.

3. Player one is to draw a card from the deck. The player has to answer the math problem and check the back to see if the answer is correct.

4. If the answer is correct the player will move to shamrock 1. Then it is the next player's turn.

5. This will go until one has reached the pot of gold.

6. One may have a treat for the player that wins.
